Lakes-$. Lawrence River BasiWwater Resources Compact
(Compact) as tate legislatures ratify the Compact and
hundreds of stakeholders pledge their support.

On February 20, 2008, Indiana Governor Mitch Daniels
signed the Compact into lawaking Indiana the third
State to adopt the Compact.

Governor Daniels said, “The&e of Indiana has
renewed its commitment to protect Lake Michigan and the
other Great Lakes. Many people worked closely to
support this compact through its development and
approval, and I'm grateful to all who have brought us to
this day”

In NewYork, both theAssembly and the Senate have
passed the Compacthe bill has been sent to Governor
Spitzer for review and consideration for signature.

The Pennsylvania House and the Ohio House have
already passed the compact and bills are also under
consideration in Michigan andisconsin. To become layw
the Compact must be approved by each of the Gedagts
State legislatures and Congress must give its consent.
